What is it?
· Client Server software licensed by HP3000 Server

· An Opportunity to move to “less paper”

· An Opportunity to move to “faster information access”

· An Opportunity to improve “staff productivity”

· Easy to use & Easy to implement

What does it do on the Server side (HP3000)?

· Organize output files (spool files) using Native HP3000 spooler commands

· Directly print files or groups of files to any HP3000 system printer

· Transfers spool files to the Client workstation for processing

What does it do on the Client side?

· Organizes spool files into spooler queues (folders)

· Directly print to any HP3000 system printer

· Directly print to any network printer

· Convert spool files to PC file formats

· Microsoft Word

· Microsoft Excel

· ASCII text (notepad/wordpad)

· WordPerfect

· HTML

· PDF

· Burst a report into sections on the basis of “heading data”

· Distribute report sections via email using a distribution list

· Microsoft Exchange Server 5.0 and above

· MAPI compliant email systems

· SMTP

· ???

· Package sections of a single report based on a “common” distribution email address

· Word with a Table of Contents page

· Excel Workbook with multiple worksheets

· Collate up to nine reports into a single package (coming with Version 2.0)

· Access to the HP3000 “colon prompt” (operator.sys preferred)

· A little operator training

What are the Client Side requirements?
· A good strong PC workstation – recommend 233mHz Pentium II with 64 MB RAM and 3.0 GB hard drive

· Windows 95

· Reflections for Windows 6.0

· Optional Software depends on email system and formats 

· Outlook 98

· Office 97

· Adobe Acrobat Writer 3.01

· Netscape or Internet Explorer

· Lotus

· QuatroPro

· WordPerfect

NOTE:  The actual file output format produced depends on the capabilities of the  PC software being used to save the files.
